Travel reimbursement regulations:

· Hosting partners (beneficiaries) are advised to cover the participation expenses from the grant Categories E, H, or G. Any cost on Cat. G shall be documented (template will be provided) and claims will be compensated with the regular periodical funding distribution from the Coordinator. Please note that Category E is the expected source according to the EC Guide for financial issues. It is not confirmed that costs assigned to Cat G will accepted by the EC.

· Hosting partners (beneficiaries): When booking costs on Cat. E or H before the project start (Jan 01, 2011) please observe the eligibility regulations of the Guide for financial issues (p. 31): Only costs generated during the lifetime of the project can be eligible; as a result the period during which the project starts determines the period of eligibility of the corresponding costs (Article 2 of the ECGA – Duration and start date of the project). However, for beneficiaries working on accrual accountancy basis, the date when the costs are incurred is the date when they are entered into the books. Therefore, for these beneficiaries' costs relating to e.g. travels, may be potentially eligible if the invoices documenting them were entered into the books after the start date of the project.

· Associated partners (in particular clinical associated partners): Individuals attending the meeting may request reimbursement of travel costs directly with TU Eindhoven. Please request a compensation form. When travel cost compensation through Cat. G is requested, at most two individuals attending the meeting will be eligible who are directly involved in iCareNet, but not otherwise funded from the project. Compensation will be equivalent to economy class travel costs.
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
